- Following procedures other than those indicated in this
guide to use and clean the appliances is considered in-
appropriate and may cause damage, injury or fatal ac-
cidents; in addition to invalidating the guarantee and
relieving UNOX of all liability.

Removing the film

Slowly remove the protective films
from the appliance: clean any glue
residues with appropriate solvents
without using tools, abrasive
detergents or acids that could ruin
the surfaces.

Make sure filters are correctly
positioned during installation (the
filter with slots on both sides must
be placed in correspondence to
the handle so that the steam is
aspirated as soon as the oven door
is opened).

- dedicated and conforming to the
cooking of industrial foods;

- having adequate air ventilation;

- that comply with the laws in your
country;

- with temperatures between +5° to

CONNECTIONS

@\ Before installing the appli-

\ y ance carefully read section
“Safety regulations for installa-

tion and maintenance” on page 4.

@ Connections to the main pow-
er and the electrical system
must comply with the regulations in
force in the country of installation of
the appliance; and all connections
must be performed by qualified per-
sonnel authorised by UNOX. Failure
to comply with these regulations
may cause damage and injuries, in-
validates the guarantee and relieves
UNOX of all liabilities.
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Before connecting the appliance to
the mains electricity, always compare
the power supply data with that of the
appliance specified on the rating plate.

The appliance is released from the
factory with power cable and plug
already connected to the terminal.
Do not make any other type of elec-
trical connection and no dimensional
modification of the cable other than
extensions, replacing it only with one
having specifications equal to the
original factory cable (type of rum-
mer, cross-section, etc.).

@ The cable must be replaced by
UNOX or by its technical assis-
tance service, and in all cases by a
person with similar qualification in or-
der to avoid possible risks.

The wiring diagrams, wire

specifications and the technical
data are indicated on the “Technical
specifications ” sheet attached to the
appliance.

For proper electrical connections,
the appliance must:

- Be wired into an equipotential
system in accordance with cur-
rent regulations. This connection
must be performed between dif-
ferent appliances with the termi-
nal marked with the equipotential
symbol . The cable must have
a maximum cross-section of 10
mm2 (pursuant standard CEl EN
60335-2-42:2003-09) and be of
yellow-green colour.

- Must be grounded to the
earthing (green-yellow wire).

- Must be connected to a ther-
mal differential switch in compli-
ance with the regulations in force
(0.02A Type A).

- Must be connected to a omni po-
lar circuit breaker mechanism that
enables complete disconnection
in category lll over voltage condi-
tions.

Checks

- The copper jumper in the termi-
nal board and the electrical cable
must be secured together under
the screw in its tightening direc-
tion; and the electrical connec-
tions must be securely tightened
before connecting the appliance
to the electricity mains.

Check for any electrical disper-
sion between the phases and the
ground, and for electrical conti-
nuity between the external casing
and the main ground line.

Check that the power supply volt-
age does not deviate from the
nominal voltage value specified
on the appliance rating plate when
the appliance is operating. If this
is not the case, wire the phases as
specified on the "technical specifi-
cations” sheet attached.
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PLUMBING CONNECTIONS

Incoming water

The rear of the appliance contains:

A two meters of pipe with a Tee
connection for connection to
the oven water supply (including
mechanical filter and fitting (3/4”)
with non-return valve).

B a pipe to supply detergent for
cleaning the filters;

Before connecting the water pipe to
the appliance, flush it out with water
in order to eliminate any residue
which may be accumulated inside.
An isolation valve should be
positioned between the water mains
and the appliance;

After all connection have been
made, make sure the rubber cap
(connected to the hood with a
wire) is properly in place. The cap
is located above the hood liquid
drain and is used to inspect the
steam condenser if the drain is
clogged.

Water supply: specifications

The water supply must:

- have a maximum temperature of
30 °C;

- be potable;

- have maximum conductivity of
150 pS/cm;

- have maximum hardness of 10°dH;

- have a pressure in the range of
150 and 600 kPa (200 kPa recom-
mended).

Other water supply requirements

(untreated water):

- Free chlorine: less than 0.1 ppm
(mg /L);

- Chlorides: less than 25 ppm (mg /
L); pH: 7.0 to 8.5;

- Alkalinity: less than 50 ppm (mg /
L)

- Silica: less than 12 ppm (mg / L);

- Total dissolved solids (tds): less

than 60 ppm

Connection to oven smoke flues

Cooking produces hot smoke and odours that are evacuated through an
exhaust pipe on the top portion of the appliance.

Stacked ovens require that both the top and bottom ovens be connected
to the hood.

The unused smoke intakes of the hood must be sealed using the plugs
supplied.

UNOX recommends its exhaust pipes.

Hood smoke exhaust

Smoke and odours coming from the
oven cavity are evacuated through
the hood smoke flues

External evacuation can be
performed in 1 of 2 manners:

1) Direct evacuation in the oven
installation area.

Make sure that no objects or
@ materials that may obstruct

fume evacuation or become
damaged by the temperature or
fumes are placed above the smoke
exhaust. Do not leave flammable
materials near the smoke exhausts.

2) Evacuation through an efficient
ventilation flue.

The UNOX smoke flue, available as
an optional, must be installed.

The flue must preferably have the
same diameter (@12cm) throughout
the entire length of the oven's
exhaust pipe connection;

@ We recommend a flue cover
be installed on top of the

external end of the flue, to
prevent rainwater from getting into
the oven and to minimise pressure
drops caused by the Venturi effect,
which can occur during strong air
currents.

Maintenance

ROUTINE MAINTENANCE

@ Any routine maintenance
procedure must be per-
formed:

- after disconnecting the appliance
from the power and water supplies
- after having put on the proper
personal protection equipment
(i.e. gloves, etc...).

Do NOT clean using:

- abrasive or powder detergents;

- aggressive or corrosive deter-
gents (i.e. hydrochloric/muriatic
or sulphuric acid).

- abrasive or sharp tools (i.e. abra-
sive sponges, scrapers, steel bris-
tled brushes, etc...);

- water spray.

External steel surfaces

Wait for the surfaces to cool off.
Use only a soft cleaning cloth damp-
ened with a little soap and water.
Rinse and dry completely. In alter-
native, only use detergents recom-
mended by UNOX; other products
may cause damage thereby invali-
dating the guarantee. Read the in-
structions provided by the deter-
gent producer for their use.
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Front filter and cover

The hood has a filter (always locat-
ed on the handle side of the bot-
tom-stacked oven) and a cover on
the front.

The front filter and cover must be
removed, once cool, as shown in the
figure and washed regularly with
soapy water or in the dishwasher.
Wait until they are completely dry
before refitting.

@ After refitting, ensure that the

filter is still positioned on the
handle side of the bot-

tom-stacked oven (see figures).

@ Never use the hood without
the front filter and cover.

Internal vapour condenser

The internal condenser is automat-
ically washed at the end of each
oven washing without the need for
operator intervention.

@ Before each washing make
sure that the detergent tank
(located under an oven) is not
empty.
We recommend using only UNOX.
Det&Rinse Plus detergent by UNOX.
UNOX.Det&Rinse Plus is the UNOX
solution that offers both detergent
and rinse aid in a single product, oth-
erwise sold separately. The working
principle of UNOX.Det&Rinse Plus
combines the degreasing action of
detergents and the power of rinse
aid to obtain the best results during
oven washing and rinsing.
